Feast.  The children do all the preparation for the event, and come together as a whole community to 
enjoy their creation.  The children from all levels, toddler through elementary, spend Monday preparing 
for the feast.  The toddlers will be baking bread, the children’s houses prepare the soup by washing, 
peeling, and cutting the vegetables, and the elementary class will be preparing the salad and dessert.  
The children gain the experience of working together for the whole community.  They can witness first 
hand how they contributed towards this feast, and you can see a feeling of pride they all have at the end.
